Wireless access in District 20

1.  Connect your laptop to the network like usual and login.  Follow all 5 steps
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2.  On the bottom right hand corner of your screen there is an icon of a computer monitor with a few signal waves next to it.  If it has a red X next to it, you are not connected.  

To connect to a wireless access point, double click the wireless icon, and a box similar to

the picture below will pop up (Every wireless hotspot will have a different name.).  
3.  Double click on the wireless access point you want to connect to.  Ours is dist20 for all 3 buildings in District 20.  If another box pops up click on yes or connect anyway.

You will only have to do this one time.  Once you have connected to a wireless network it will always reconnect you.

4.  You can now unhook your cable if you wish.

5.  RESTART your laptop.    ALL DONE!
